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New Boston Pilot Middle School Awarded $50,000 by The Boston Foundation

Principal Debra Socia announced today a $50,000 grant from the Boston Foundation to the Design Team and Friends Group of the New Boston Pilot Middle School. According to Socia, “The grant will be used to involve students, faculty, staff, families and community members in the development of New Boston.” 

The Boston Foundation grant will be used us to hire a Family Liaison Coordinator to increase family and community participation in the school, conduct team building activities with  staff and students, enhance  systems for communicating with families, and develop a student advisory curriculum. Active community participation is central to the mission of the New Boston Pilot Middle School. 

The New Boston Pilot Middle School opened in September. Founded by a grass roots group of BPS parents, educators, and community leaders, the school is dedicated to offering students in grades six through eight  rigorous curricula in a nurturing environment where they will grow in mind, body, and spirit.  Over 700 middle school students are currently enrolled.  The school houses four academies—small learning environments where students and staff will experience a sense of ownership and belonging. 

The Boston Foundation, one of the nation’s oldest and largest foundations, has an endowment of $563 million and made grants of more than $50 million to nonprofit organizations this year in the Greater Boston area and beyond.  The Boston Foundation also sponsors special initiatives, convenes groups of people to explore important issues, and works with other organizations and with government to find ways to build community.
